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Operating Instructions

1. Remove flashlight end cap by turning end cap counter-clockwise.

2. Insert (1) AA battery positive (+) end first into flashlight body.

3. Install end cap by turning clockwise until snug.

4. Depress end cap switch to operate flash light in the “momentary” mode. Release end cap switch to turn light “off”.

5. Depress end cap switch to it’s secondary position and release to operate flash light in the “steady on” mode.
Repeat to turn light “off”.

6. Rotate flashlight bezel clockwise to tighten beam focus (brighter light).

7. Rotate flashlight bezel counter-clockwise to widen beam focus (softer light).

Pocket Clip & Lanyard Installation

1. Place open end of pocket clip on flashlight neck and press until mounted.
2. Insert lanyard loop through pocket clip tip.

3. Thread lanyard end through lanyard loop and pull tight to secure.

Installing flashlight into weapons mount

1. Depress flashlight clamp latch to release; swing clamp away from mount.

2. Place flashlight inside clamp and rotate clamp towards mount. Make sure flat surface of flashlight body aligns
with rubber buffer.

3. Lock clamp & flashlight to mount with clamp latch.

4. Try moving flashlight in clamp to ensure flashlight is secure.



Install Weapons Mount on firearm accessory rail

1. Depress rail latch and hold.

2. Guide weapons mount onto accessory rail.

3. Release rail latch.

4. Verify weapons mount rail latch is locked into accessory rail cross slot.

The light from the
PRODUCT can be pointed in a safe direction at a floor, wall or ceiling and “bounced” onto the darkened silhouette for identification
purposes, avoiding the need to point the firearm directly at an individual.

The ON / OFF switch on the PRODUCT allows operation of the light without placing your finger inside the firearm trigger guard.
Always keep your fingers off the trigger and outside the trigger guard until you are ready to fie the weapon. Always verify the
weapon is free of ammunition and the chamber clear per the weapon’s operators manual before attempting to mount or dismount
the PRODUCT on the weapon. Always dismount the PRODUCT from the weapon when performing maintenance, cleaning the
PRODUCT, and when replacing batteries. Never place your hand in front of the weapon muzzle when adjusting the PRODUCT.

Do not operate the PRODUCT around cleaning solvents or flammable/combustible materials, in environments involving gasses or a
flammable atmosphere, or in areas where gasoline, paints, solvents, or other flammable liquids are stored.

Never place the PRODUCT on it’s face (bulb down) while on. The bulb generates intense heat and could cause damage to the
PRODUCT or the surface it is on.

Use only high quality 15.5 mA batteries. The light is equipped with circuitry that shuts off power when voltage drops below a preset
level. When the light dims or fails to illuminate, change batteries. Always replace batteries as a set — do not mix new and used
batteries. Follow battery manufacturers’ instructions for the proper handling, storage, and disposal of batteries. Do not store the
PRODUCT with batteries installed.
